This would reduce the total snow
amounts.

v Additional snow and/or wintry mix is
forecast north/west of 1-95
Wednesday night. This forecast
does not include that period.

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v Additional widespread precipitation
develops late Wednesday
afternoon or early evening.

v" Snow changing to a wintry mix,
including areas of freezing rain,
then to mostly rain from near and
north of the 1-95 corridor.

v Wintry mix could impact the
Wednesday evening commute.

v Snowfall totals will depend on how

quick milder air arrives above the
surface resulting in a change to a

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v" Amount of icing will depend on how
quick the temperatures rise above
freezing.

ﬂ Accumulating snow this afternoon through tonight. Snow will end late tonight or \
early Wednesday morning. The snow will impact this evening’s and/or Wednesday
morning commutes.

v" Snow accumulations are expected across the region, with the highest totals in
Delmarva and southern New Jersey. Snowfall rates up to 1-inch per hour mainly
in the Winter Storm Warning area.

v" Snow could mix with sleet and rain tonight across portions of southern Delaware
toward Cape May County, NJ which would reduce the snow totals there.

v A break in precipitation should occur for much of the day Wednesday, then snow to
a wintry mix, including areas of freezing rain, develops from near the 1-95 corridor
\ and especially locations northward late Wednesday afternoon or early evening. /
